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I choose to do the “Starry Night” project; of course I would in no way consider myself an artist, especially one up to the standards of Van Gogh.  I choose to do the project on construction paper pasted to canvas for presentation purposes (my kids want to hang it on the wall.  I used construction paper for the large objects to bring definition, and depth to the work.  For all the colors I used my daughter’s colored pencils, and acrylic crayons.  From this I learned many things.  First how much time it consumed.  At first I thought it wouldn’t take me two hours, but once I began I realized it took a lot more.  I spent about 6 hours on the project, bear in mind my kids had to help (I hope that is not cheating).  I also learned that the canvas would show honeycombs where the pencils went over, so at close range you can see them visibly.  Good thing you only get a digital picture.  The last thing I learned is that acrylic crayons and colored pencils do not blend; basically you had to use one or the other in a certain space.  They would not color over each other or blend the colors, which for this project were good, it improved my lines.  Over all it was a great learning experience, and I had fun doing it.  At first my children were more excites than I was, but after a while I was sucked into their enthusiasm.  If it counts for a grade, they both said it was the best drawing ever and it deserves an “A”.
