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 I have submitted a still life picture of flowers in a vase.  I titled the piece “Flores con Color”.  In 1995 I visited the Vincent Van Gogh museum in Amsterdam, Netherlands. I was amazed how he could create a painting such as “The Potato Eaters”, with such great detail yet bland of color. The piece to me seemed gloomy and sad.  Which I learned later that Van Gogh had experienced some hardships early in life as a result of two failed relations. This probably was the reason for his lack of color in his early works. Later he moved to Paris where he met and studied with Artists Pissaro, Monet, and Gauguin. After working with these individuals he started to add more color to his work and it seemed that through his expressions with brush and vibrant color that Van Gogh was enjoying life. I admired his still life’s they contained several bright pastel colors. My feelings for his artwork were not accurate. It seemed that Van Gogh ended up having personal issues with his friends.  On one occasion he attempted to harm one of his friends with a straight razor but was stopped by Gauguin resulting in Van Gogh cutting off his own ear. Van Gogh was later admitted to an asylum (Saint –Remy) for treatment for his erratic behavior. Van Gogh was lost in July of 1890 but his artwork lives on forever. I truly admired his intense use of colors in his artwork.
